Being buddies

At The Country School, we take the anxiety 

out of the first day of Kindergarten by  

assigning each new Kindergartner an eighth 

grade buddy to walk him or her to the class-

room. They do a variety of activities together 

throughout the school year—playing  

outside on the playground, reading the 

school’s value of the month book, attend-

ing the holiday breakfast and the ice cream 

social—but most important, the little ones 

feel a strong sense of connection to the 

school, and to the older students, from the 

very beginning. And the eighth graders 

feel valued and responsible. As one eighth 

grader describes it, “The Kindergarten/eighth 

grade buddy program is great for everyone. 

It makes the Kindergarten kids feel comfort-

able and welcome here at our school. And it 

teaches the eighth graders to have a level of 

maturity and to set a good example. I really 

enjoy having a Kindergarten buddy.”
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The purpose of the physical education and athletics program at The Country 

School is to help every student cultivate a sense of accomplishment and 

pride in physical activity, fitness, and the experience of team sports.

Physical education classes are scheduled several times each week in every 

grade, and emphasize cooperation, trust, sharing, sportsmanship, leadership, 

skill-building—and having fun with classmates.

We also offer an interscholastic, competitive team sports program for sixth 

through eighth graders. Every student who goes out for a team gets a spot 

and plays in every game—there are no cuts, and no one gets stuck on the 

bench. During most seasons, we field both varsity and junior varsity teams.

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Little kids can’t wait to grow older, and for Country School students, one  

reason is that they know our outdoor education program begins in fifth grade. 

Every year, each Upper School grade embarks on an expedition to a beautiful  

outdoor setting to participate in educational, teambuilding, and leadership  

development activities.

Fifth graders spend a day aboard a traditional Chesapeake Bay boat, learning 

about local history and industry, analyzing water samples, sailing, and fishing.

Sixth and seventh graders camp out overnight in tents at Echo Hill Outdoor 

School and explore the forest, meadows, ponds, streams, marshes, and beaches  

of the Chesapeake Bay.

In eighth grade, students spend two nights at the Sheridan School Mountain 

Campus, a 130-acre wilderness facility in the Shenandoah National Park, where 

they can try rock climbing, a ropes course, caving, backpacking, and canoeing. 

They build on their cooperative and leadership skills, while mastering exciting 

physical challenges.
